AGREEMENT No. ...... ON VOLUNTEERING ACTIVITIES

Łódzkie Region with its registered office in Łódź, al. Józefa Piłsudskiego 8, 90-051 Łódź, NIP 725-17-39-344, hereinafter referred to as Beneficiary,

and

hereinafter referred to as Volunteer.

The Beneficiary represents that it is an entity for the benefit of which services may be provided by volunteers pursuant to Article 42 (1) of the Act of 24 April 2003 on Public Benefit Activity and Volunteering (Polish Journal of Laws No. 96, item 873).
The Volunteer represents that they are qualified and meet the requirements necessary to provide the following services, that they are of legal age and have full legal capacity. 
Bearing in mind the underlying idea of volunteering, which is a voluntary unpaid service, and taking into account the charitable, supportive and complementary nature of the services rendered by volunteers, the parties to the agreement agree as follows:

§ 1

1. The Beneficiary entrusts the Volunteer the provision of, and the Volunteer voluntarily undertakes to provide, services for the Beneficiary in connection with the implementation of public tasks related to assisting Ukrainian citizens migrating as a result of warfare on the territory of their country.
§ 2

1. The parties to the Agreement agree that the services specified in § 1 will be provided within a period of 2 years from the date of conclusion of the Agreement. 
2. The place of service provision shall be the place indicated each time by the Beneficiary, within the area of its registered office and the headquarters of its subordinate units. The services shall also be rendered by the Volunteer outside the aforementioned headquarters. The services will be provided in the Republic of Poland, with particular emphasis on the Łódzkie Region.

3. The services will be provided at the time indicated each time by the Beneficiary. 

§ 3

Due to the nature and underlying idea of volunteering:

1. The volunteer shall perform the agreed services personally.

2. The volunteer shall not be remunerated for their services.

§ 4

The Beneficiary undertakes to provide the Volunteer with safe and healthy conditions for the performance of their services.
§ 5

The Volunteer releases the Beneficiary from the obligation to cover travel and subsistence costs.

§ 6

1. The Volunteer undertakes to keep confidential all information obtained in connection with the performance of services for the Beneficiary, which constitute the Beneficiary's secret. This particularly concerns information related to the social and health situation of persons to whom the Volunteer provides assistance. 

2. The volunteer consents to the dissemination of their image in connection with the promotion of the underlying idea of volunteering, the idea of helping those in need, or the promotion of the activities of the Łódzkie Region; such dissemination includes printing, electronic and media dissemination, including on the Internet. 

§ 7
1. The Agreement may be terminated by either Party upon 14 days' written notice. 

2. The Agreement may be terminated by either Party without notice for valid reasons, which shall be effected in writing and shall include a statement of reasons.

3. The Parties consider in particular the following as valid reasons: 
bringing about damage to the Beneficiary or third parties as a result of intentional fault or gross negligence or when the Volunteer's actions or omissions would have led to a risk of such damage even if it had not occurred, a suspicion of a criminal offence in connection with services provided to the Beneficiary.
§ 8
The Parties shall be liable for damage under the provisions of the Civil Code.

§ 9
In matters not governed by the provisions of the Act on Public Benefit Activity and Volunteering or this Agreement, the relevant provisions of the Civil Code shall apply.

§ 10
Any amendment to the Agreement shall be made in writing under pain of nullity.

§ 11
Any disputes arising from the application of the Agreement shall be settled by a common court with jurisdiction over the Beneficiary’s registered office.
§ 12
1. At any time, the Volunteer may request the Beneficiary to issue a written certificate of the performance of services by the Volunteer. This certificate shall contain information on the scope of the services performed by the Volunteer.

2. The Beneficiary's tasks shall be supported by the Office of the Marshal of the Łódzkie Region.
